This project was part of an ongoing effort by UNDP/PAPP and several 

of its Palestinian Partners to enhance community awareness 

including individuals, groups and policy makers of environmental 

and linked social and cultural issues leading to their assumption of 

an active role in the change process. New tools for social 

mobilization and change have been utilized in this programme 

including communication plans, social marketing skills, cultural 

activities, youth mobilization and grouping activities, formal and 

informal education etc. Additionally, general approaches addressing 

the public have been utilized combined with focused/targeted 

programmes towards selected communities. 

Objectives: 

1. To strengthen the capacity of different counterparts (several 

NGO’s) in forming communication plans in order to achieve 

desired behavioral results; 

2. To broaden the scope of UNDP’s public awareness campaign 

and social mobilization programme to include other 

integrally linked issues; i.e. cultural, health, social and 

educational; 

3. To assist cultural NGO’s develop their managerial skills and 

improve artistic performances and production. 

4. To establish a network among local communities in the West 

Bank for exchange of information and experience regarding 

local environmental issues and practical ways of addressing 

them.
