25 Years of services
On 20 December 1978, The United Nations General 

Assembly adopted resolution 33/143 creating the UNDP 

Programme of Assistance to the Palestinian people 

(UNDP/PAPP). The year 2004, therefore, marks a quarter 

century of UNDP’s efforts, as called for by this resolution: “to 

improve the economic and social conditions of the Palestinian 

people by establishing concrete projects to that end”.
